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THE RESTORATION AND RENOVATION OF THE
ROYAL TEMPLE WAT CHEDILUANGWORAWIHARN
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This project is a restoration and renovation of the royal temple, which attempts to incorporate the
essence of traditional Lanna architecture without destroying the main altar that contains the patron
image of Buddha.
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This small architect's studio is situated in the center of Chiang Mai. In order to assimilate the building

into the traditional Lanna surroundings proportionally, the project adopted a pitched roof. However,
the building is also given a contemporary twist through the incorporation of a glass fagade and

light-weight steel structure.
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The idea of the spatial distribution in this hotel includes an internal courtyard with a restaurant,
swimming pool, gym and garden. The Lanna style frent building facing the street is used as a sound

barrier as well as a means of providing privacy.
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Feun Baan Yan Wieng is part of the weekly Ming Meung Sunday Market. The project is the result of
a collaboration between 13 lacal communities aiming to share an authentic experience and their
traditional culture in the form of a market that also functions as a tourist attraction
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
